Does your property pass OSHA's fall-protection rule?

Since January 2017, OSHA's Walking-Working Surfaces standard (29 CFR 1910, Subpart D) has applied to nearly every
commercial property in Florida — floors, stairs, ramps, loading docks, roof access, and fall-protection anchorages. The
general-industry trigger is just 4 feet. And OSHA doesn't need a complaint to walk in: its national emphasis program on
falls lets an inspector open a case the moment they spot an unprotected edge or an uncertified anchor.

Not being cited yet isn't the same as being compliant. Most older commercial buildings carry at least one
Subpart D gap right now — the owners who get hit aren’t unlucky, they're the ones who bet nobody would
look.

One accountable team: we certify it, and we fix it.

FL State Certified Engineer (engineering): performs and SEALS the engineered inspections and the 5,000-Ib anchor
certifications.

Unprotected roof / deck edges — guardrail, hole covers, fall-protection anchor points
Uncertified rope-descent anchorages — anchor install / replacement (the engineer seals the certification)

What a Subpart D citation costs in 2026
About $16,500 per serious violation - the same amount per day past the abatement deadline - up to roughly $165,000 for a willful
or repeat violation — per violation, before injury liability or insurance fallout. OSHA raises these maximums every January.

The recurring obligation — §1910.27

Each anchorage must hold 5,000 Ib in any direction per worker; the owner must keep a written certification, inspect annually, and
re-test at least every 10 years. We manage the whole cycle — so you stay compliant and budgeted.
